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There are several factors that affect the difficulty for Japanese to master speaking English.
First of all, there are linguistic differences between English and Japanese. English sounds are very
different from Japanese sounds. The sentence order of English is opposite to that of Japanese.
Learning to overcome these linguistic differences takes time and great effort. But I think the most
serious factor is that Japanese do not make such an effort due to their making mistakes. Since
Japanese culture values perfection and treats mistakes negatively, Japanese English learners
avoid speaking English thinking mistakes are shameful. However, learning to speak English involves
making a lot of strange sounds and forming funny sentences, and correcting them through
practice. If learners avoid making mistakes due to their fear of failure, they will not be able to
master English sounds and grammar. [ think Japanese should overcome this psychological barrier if

they want to speak English fluently. (153 words)
